Grading Approval

When a grading approval is required prior to a building permit submission:

0 Residential accessory structures, exceeding a ground floor area of 55m2 located on a property of
less than 2000m2 without a previously approved grading plan,

0 Any building that involves alterations to grading or hard surfacing within 0.6m of a property line,

o Other buildings, additions or situations as required by the Township.

Building permit applications without required grading approval as outlined above will not be accepted.

Septic Systems

O Septic Locate required when proposed construction is near septic tank or bed. Minimum 1.5 m/5’-0"
from tank and minimum 5 m/16’-5” from all structures. Locates must be completed prior to applying for a
building permit. Locates must performed by licenced installer or homeowner and must be witnessed by
building inspector — 24hrs notice required.

o Septic Audit required when adding new bedrooms, plumbing fixtures or increasing the floor area by
more than 15%. Audit must be completed prior to applying for a building permit. Audit information must
be submitted as part of a complete permit application. Septic audits must be performed by a licenced
installer. Audits must be withessed by building inspector — 24hrs notice required.
